Punish those unh-
uman terrorists who are making innocent
passengers suffer for such a long time!! "

our hijacking operation, but even some
leader of Palestina Resistance such as P.
D.F.L.P. have joined also, without notic-
ing that this position is against the
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Zionist. Japanese Imperialism paid a
huge amount of money to Israel as co-
mpensation ater the operation at Lyda
Airport by our comrades exposing cle-
arly that they are against the strug-

’ gle of the Palestinian people.

They took the operation as a good ch-
ance to tighten the anti-revolutiona-
ry league between Israel - U,S.A. and
Japan, they sent 2 big delegation for
celebration of the 25th anniversary
of Israel's foundation.

The hijacking operation has exposed
also the demagogy of the Japanese Im-
perialists and the maneuvers they us-
ed to try to distort the facts of our
struggle, this operation has emphasi-
ged the solidarity of the Palestinian
Revolution and the Japanese People's
struggle in the Mother-~Land of Imper-
ialism.

flight, by throwing herself on the
grenade to rescue all the passengers
with complete revolutionary spirit

of self sacrifices.

b/ The rest of our firgters also compl-
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They begged the Zionists to help them

against this operation, they open the
hot-line telephone between Tokyo and
Tel-Aviv and got advice from Israel
as soon as they got news about the

hi jacking. In Japan, they put up a bu-
reau for countering the hijack under
the command of an Israeli army offic-
er in Japan and Kobayashi who is the
chairman of J.A.L. and one of the br-
ains of the former Premier Sato. They
even try to make the people believe
that this bureau was set up to rescue
the lives of the passengers.

The following facts show clearly how
the Imperialists did not care about
the lives of the passengers, leaving
the hijackers and the passengers to
suffer for such a long time without
accepting our demands. This shows th-
ey did not care even if the passenge-
rs were killed.

Our demands to J.A.L. was sent by ha-
nd to J.,A.L., office in Tokyo at 9.30
a.m Saturday morning 2Ist July -Japa-
nese Local Time- Just affer that,

we phoned the J.A.L. office to open
the letter and read our demands, and

With joint capital, they economicaly
invade Asia, Africa and the Middle-
East thus deeping the cooperation
between world Imperialism, world 2i-
onism and Japanese Imperialism.

They are aiding the exploitation of
petroleum of Middle-East by building
tankers for the Imperialist.
